The student will possess an understanding of and become capable in displaying behaviors appropriate in the workplace to meet employer expectations.

Apply appropriate and safe behaviors and practices in the school, community, and workplace


	Description of Lesson:

Introduction of content and skills:

The instructor will provide information to students on why it is important for them to become knowledgeable on appropriate workplace behaviors – that those behaviors create positive/negative impressions for their co-workers and supervisors and impacts how those people will help or not help them to succeed in their jobs.  Also, that appropriate workplace behaviors are applicable in other areas of life, including within the school and community environments.  Students will obtain information on appropriate workplace behaviors through review of the KeyTrain Career Skills online work readiness resources (that the instructor will need to demonstrate or have the students view the screencast of).
Activity:

Students will work in teams of two or three and identify a few workplace behaviors that they believe their peers should know about, then conduct short skits for the class.  The student teams will first demonstrate a workplace behavior that is inappropriate, followed by the demonstration of appropriate behavior that should instead be displayed.  Between each demonstration skit the audience will be asked to identify and compare/contrast the bad/good behavior presented and what impact it creates in the workplace, school, or community. Class time required: 4 hours = 1 hour review/research, 1 hour planning and practice, 2 hours presentation.


	Formative Assessment Task Description:  

Students shall submit Career Skills certificate of completion for the lesson(s) reviewed.  Students will list the workplace behaviors they intend to address in their skits and briefly detail or script their skit for each of the workplace behaviors.
